Steps for Fathers

1. Call for a reservation at a regular seating time.

2. Go to the Tearoom website (www.stjamestearoom.com).

3. Download and print out the Covenant and Talking Points from the website.

4. Let your daughter read the talking points if you choose.  Be thinking about these points prior to coming to the Tearoom.

5. Come to tea, enjoy the meal, be relaxed, and discuss these talking points with your daughter.

6. Open the scroll and read the Covenant together.

7. Have the server witness the two of you signing the Covenant.  The server will put a gold seal on the scroll.

8. Take the scroll home; frame it for your daughter so she can display it.

Basic Information on the Experience of Tea::


You will be attending a Full Afternoon Tea with your daughter, which essentially is a private, three-course meal made of hand-made finger foods, which means that you can pick up everything with your fingers.  You start with the Savories, progress to the Breads and Scones, and finish with the Desserts.  For the scones, simply pull the scone in half, spread clotted cream and curd on it, and bite into it like a biscuit.  


You will also be receiving three teapots of three different teas, to correspond with the three courses.  Just pour, add sugar and milk if you prefer, and drink.  Afternoon tea is a tradition of comfort, so please feel at ease and comfortable. Don’t worry about being overly proper – the purpose is for you both to be relaxed so you can converse.  Afternoon tea with your daughter will be a treasured memory for her the rest of her life.  What a gift to your “Princess.”

                   - how to get the conversation started -
Three areas:  Modesty; Peer-pressure, and Dating

Modesty – Learning to talk about these issues now could save heartache for both daughter and parents down the road.  Clear guidelines and expectations can be agreed upon now, leaving no room for surprises!

· What do you think is the appropriate dress for a young lady your age?

· At school?

· At church?

· At home or hanging out with friends?

· Who do you know and respect that models appropriate dress and the use of make-up?  Where do you think she learned?

· Why do you think talking about proper dress and use of make-up is important for us right now?

Peer-Pressure – Understanding that making wise choices now in our friends will carry through to many of our decisions, good and bad, in years to come.

· What does “peer-pressure” mean to you?  Where do you feel pressure from most?  Friends, siblings, teen magazines, television programs?

· If from friends, how can you choose your friends more carefully to avoid some of the peer pressure out there today?

· What does the perfect friend look like to you?  What are her qualities and values?  Do you share similar interest and goals?  Who is she?

Dating – Boys?  Yuck!  But what do you do when the scales fall away?  What will she see?

· What would your perfect prince charming look like?  (Both father and daughter can answer this question and see how many things they agree on)

· What kind of boy is “good” enough to spend time with Daddy’s princess?  Where will you look for him, and why?  (someone with same values, interests, church youth groups, family friends, etc.)

· What is the appropriate age to start dating?  In groups? And One-on-one?  Where will your dates take place? (What’s safe and what isn’t)
